Eating disorders such as anorexia and bulimia were little known a few decades ago to society
and health professionals. Progressively, we have witnessed an increase in the number of con-
sultations with this type of disorders, which in many cases exceeded the possibilities of the
healthcare resources where they were treated.

This problem has been the subject of awareness-raising in different media and has been part
of programs in health plans. Detection, multidisciplinary approach, and continuity of care are
some of the key aspects in the care of minors with these types of disorders that we have tried
to highlight in this comic.
